usually do – consent is needed for this) 

• Y6 children will collected/allowed to walk home alone from EYFS. 

 

Thursday 17th July = Transition morning 

• Children should be dropped off at their NEW classroom doors (same as Pick-Up the 

previous day).  

• Ready Steady Club children may continue to use this club from 8:40am on this day. Although 

ideally it would be great if every child could go through their new classroom door. 

• Y6 children should go straight into EYFS as soon as they come through the main gates at 

8:40am. 

• Children who attend The Terrapins/Drop & Go will be taken to their new classrooms.
